This apparently simple question leads to a
consideration of the possible meanings of social
work for clients and for social work practitioners.
In general we are asking the questions : Why
social work because it is an efficient instrument
for achieving certain purposes, because of the
meaning it conveys to clients, because of its
bearing on the worker’s sense of vocation ? It
may seem perverse to attempt to face questions
concerning the effectiveness of social work.
Research into these questions cannot, at first
glance, do very much to encourage the social
worker. In our view, however, it is as well to face
questions of effectiveness and of the place of
research in and into social work at the earliest
possible moment. Such a judgment is based on
three grounds. First, research and social work
should go much more closely together, and this
requires same change in both partners in the
enterprise. As Daview has remarked ‘Despite
the steady proliferation of research literature,
many practitioners find it difficult to make the link
